On Sunday, October 22, 2023, at the Hyatt Regency Tokyo in Shinjuku, we will 

hold the Junior Tokyo Grand Prix event as a platform for children to shine. 

 

The "Junior Tokyo Grand Prix" is organized by "Aoba No Megumi," a medical 

corporation based in Minato Ward, Tokyo, and is a competition full of love that 

provides health education to children. 

 

On Sunday, October 22, the event will commence with the first part, Junior 

Earth Tokyo 2023, starting at noon, followed by the second part, an 

International Cultural Exchange party, beginning at 17:00.

Our intention is to provide medical knowledge and promote the 

enhancement of a healthy and balanced body, allowing dreams to come true and 

taking a step towards a brighter future.
